Students who successfully complete their studies  

at SEDA College WA have a range of further 

education pathways available to them.

Throughout their time at SEDA 

College WA, students are given 

the opportunity to further explore 

their career options through the 

MyFutures Expo, where a variety of 

tertiary institutes and recruitment 

specialists present the many 

opportunities that exist beyond 

SEDA College WA.

Students also have the 

opportunity to attend a regional camp on 

Noongar boodjar, and a National Indigenous 

camp held in various places across Australia.
